roadway medians, which must be landscaped and maintained, including litter removal, for a
minimum of two years. Each adopting group is publicly recognized for thelr efforts with twe
double-sided signs placed In the madian.

In addition to creating new green spaces, research shows thal landscaped medlans reduce
road rage, making our roadways safer. These green spaces also minlmize the heat Island
effects from paved areas and Improve our alr quality, The landscaped medlians can also
improve adjacent property values by as much as 15%.
